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J une 21, 2009 will be another red-letter 
day for us, fathers. Itõs our day ð Fa-
therõs Day in America. Because of what 
this day connotes, it becomes special for 
me for three reasons: 

(1) I have grown to be an adult, married 
man, and have children;  

(2)  My children address me as òDadó 
which is a special title that calls for 
and commands respect and author-
ity; and,  

(3)   Due to the responsibility and au-
thority accompanying fatherhood, it 
encourages me to be humble before 
God for it carries accountability to 
honor and glorify the Giver of that 
role. 

   From a childõs perspective, this is what 
role he expects his father to play: 
    -from an 11-year old boy: to cook more 
food; to be more loving. 
    -from a year-old girl: to be the leader of 
our home; to initiate things at home. 
    -from a 17-year old boy: to be a 
teacher; to be a good example; to be hum-
ble.     
    -from another 17-year old boy: to be 
respectful to everyone; not get angry eas-
ily; to handle small and big situations 
calmly. 
    -from an 18-year old boy: to treat us his 
children equally and fairly; to be a respon-
sible provider; to be supportive of the 
family; to love us. 
     -from a 19-year old girl: should be a 
God-fearing father; to be the protector of 
the family; to be reasonable; to be loving, 
kind, and forgiving. 
     -from an 9-year old girl: I want him to 
come home early so he can play with us. 
    -from an 11-year old girl: help me to 
know God more. 
 
   Based on the thoughts expressed above, 
we know that fatherhood is a challenge. 
We can be successful in many fields but a 
failure in being a father. The Bible gives 
us examples of men who are successful in 
many fields of endeavor but not in rearing 
their children successfully. Look at King 
David in 2 Samuel 18 ð he was a powerful 
king of Israel, a mighty general in the 
army, a prolific author. But in his most 
important role ð being a father ð he was a 
failure. King David learned, as we need to 
learn, that it is easier to accumulate wealth 
than to raise respectful children, to de-
velop a project than to develop the moral 
fiber of our children. Many times we ask 
ourselves where we went wrong, where 
we failed. Take heart, fathers, we can learn 
from our past and start all over again! Our 
God is the Giver of second chances. 
   After all the up and down experiences 
of  King David, 2 Samuel 18:33 says, òé 
and the king was much moved, and went 

up to the chamber over the gate and 
wept.ó  We see the right attitude here ð 
recognition and contrition. The same God 
that king David called upon and trusted is 
the same God who can hear us and help 
us become better fathers. Let us acknowl-
edge our shortcomings then ask God to 
forgive us. Let humility rule, not pride. 
   From the expressed thoughts of those 
that I interviewed, I recommend the fol-
lowing tips: 
 

    Make your family the priority, second 
only to God by: 
Bringing back the Family Altar ð sing 
spiritual songs, read the Bible and pray 
together; 
   Bringing back the joy of eating to-

gether 
  ð not watching television, enjoy the 
food and the family; 
   Bringing back the fun of watching TV 
together; and, 
   Playing board games together. 

      Try it! 
With your wife as partner, present a 
concerted plan and decision on matters 
affecting the family. This will result  
consistency in dealing with your children 
with no favoritism. 
 
   Finally, let love rule in all aspects of 
being a father. Remember: there is faith, 
hope and love, but the greatest 
is love. When there is love, it is easy to 
teach, train, provide, nurture, control. 

     Congratulations on being a father!  
   Be proud of it! Enjoy your role!
